INSTRUCTIONS FOR LEAF WASTE COMPOSTING 
 

1. Please purchase approved composting Bags at any one of the following locations: 

 Community Market-Milltown-Unity Road 

 Eastwood Hardware-Penn Hills Shopping Center 

 Frankstown Gardens-10158 Frankstown Road 

 Giant Eagle-Penn Hills Shopping Center, Rodi Road 

 Giant Eagle – 9001 Frankstown Road 

 Penn Hills Lawn and Garden Center-144 Jefferson Road 

 Tedesco Garden Center-Corner of Allegheny Blvd. & Sandy Creek Road 

 R. F. Jackson and Sons Hardware – 3364 Universal Road 

 Shop N’ Save-Universal Road 

 Verona Giant Eagle-Allegheny River Blvd. 

 

2.  Leaf waste must be placed in approved recyclable Leaf Waste Bags and placed at the curb 

on the above special dates. 

 No Tape 

 No Plastic Bags 

 No Other Paper Bags 

 No Boxes or Other Containers 

 Do Not Rake Leaves to the Curb 

 

3. ALL LEAF WASTE MUST BE IN RECYCLABLE BAGS OR IT WILL NOT BE 

PICKED UP.  NO DIRT, STONES, ROOTS, OR OTHER DEBRIS IS TO BE PLACED 

IN THE BAGS. 

 

 Garden residue, shrubbery, tree trimmings less than ½ inch in diameter, and other similar 

material not including grass clippings shall be placed in recyclable bags and will be picked up 

on November 30th by appointment only.  Please call Public Works at 412-798-2151 to 

request a pick up. 

 

 (These items can also be dropped off at the compost site throughout the year by 

appointment with Public Works.) 

 

4.  Fold the top of the leaf bag to avoid spilling leaves. 

 (NO STAPLES, DUCT TAPE, OR OTHER TAPE IS TO BE USED TO 

CLOSE THE BAG.) 

 

5. Leaf bags cannot weigh more than 30lbs.  Bags that are too heavy to lift or filled with 

inappropriate material will be left behind. 

 

6. Place out for collection in accordance with the schedule above.
